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The University of Essex is currently participating as an Associate Member in the British Library’s EThOS project. The aim of this project is to make the research output of UK doctoral students available in electronic form to interested parties worldwide.
The University of Essex is supportive of this objective and is keen that its Ph.D. research should reach the widest possible audience – upon request – through the EThOS website. Both Library Committee and the Graduate School have endorsed this position and have agreed that unless specifically withheld by their authors for a limited period of time, all University of Essex theses should be available for digitisation by the British Library when requested by interested scholars or members of the public.
Although we are confident that participation in EThOS will be of benefit to both the University and to the wider graduate community by increasing awareness of – and access to – the institution’s doctoral research, we are aware that in rare instances Ph.D. authors may wish to restrict access to their theses for a limited period of time. It has been decided that this period of restriction should last no more than five years. If you wish to withhold your thesis from digitisation by the British Library or its agents, please write on paper to the Librarian, Robert Butler, clearly indicating your chosen period of restriction.  
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
